The project includes permitting the “as-built” conversion
of a portion of an existing single-family dwelling and garage to create a new dwelling unit on a 4,900
square foot lot zoned for Medium-High Density (15-27 du/ac). The resulting two 887 and 674 square
foot dwelling units will have an average unit size of 780 square feet and a density of 18 du/ac. The
project includes two uncovered parking spaces, the demolition of an existing breezeway and storage
shed, and ““as-built” interior alterations.
