Project Description: Revised approval for a project previously approved under master application

MST2002-00760 and permitted under building permit application BLD2003-02308. The project has been
revised to include permitting 300 square feet of as-built additions to the previously approved 3,299 square foot
two-story duplex with two attached two-car garages. Also proposed is to permit 342 linear feet of as-built
masonry walls ranging in height from 3'-6" to 6'-0"" and a 59 square foot as-built second floor deck. Unit “A”
will be 1,357 square feet and Unit B will be 1,118 square feet, for a total of 2,475 square feet of development on
a 6,000 square foot parcel. Staff Hearing Officer review is requested for a zoning modification.

Public comments will be allowed during review of the project by the ABR. The ABR is a body appointed by the City
Council to focus on neighborhood compatibility, aesthetics, and design issues. Comments on private views and privacy
issues are only partially within the ABR's authority. Due to time constraints, individual comments may be limited to two
minutes. Written comments are also welcome up to the time of the hearing, and should be addressed to the City Planning
Division, P.O. Box 1990, Santa Barbara, CA 93102-1990, or by e-mail to: ABRSecretary@SantaBarbaraCA.gov.

This hearing is for design review only. If the project requires approval by the Planning Commission or the Staff Hearing
