HISTORIC LANDMARKS COMMISSION SUBMITTAL CHECKLIST

CONCEPT 
REVIEW 

Required Master Application & Submittal Fee - (Location:  630 Garden Street) 
Photographs - of the existing building (if any), adjacent structures, composite panoramic view of the site, surrounding areas & 
neighborhood streetscape - mounted or folded to no larger than an 8.5" x 14" photo display board. 
Plans - three sets of folded plans are required at the time of submittal & each time plans are revised. 
Vicinity Map and Project Tabulations - (Include on first drawing) 
Site Plan - drawn to scale showing the property boundaries, existing & proposed structures, building & area square footages, building 
height, areas to be demolished, parking, site topography, conceptual grading & retaining walls, & existing landscaping.  Include footprints 
of adjacent structures. 
Exterior elevations - showing existing & proposed grading where applicable. 

 Suggested Site Sections - showing the relationship of the proposed building & grading where applicable. 
Plans - floor, roof, etc. 
Rough sketches are encouraged early in the process for initial design review to avoid pursuing incompatible proposals.  However, more 
complete & thorough information is recommended to facilitate an efficient review of the project.

Required Same as above with the following additions: 
Plans - floor, roof, etc. 
Site Sections - showing the relationship of the proposed building & grading where applicable. 
Preliminary Landscape Plans - required for commercial & multi-family; single family projects where grading occurs.  Preliminary planting 
plan with proposed trees & shrubs & plant list with names.  Plans to include street parkway strips. 

 Suggested Color & Material Samples - to be mounted on a board no larger than 8.5" x 14" & detailed on all sets of plans. 
Exterior Details - windows, doors, eaves, railings, chimney caps, flashing, etc. 
Materials submitted for preliminary approval form the basis for working drawings & must be complete &  accurate. 

FINAL & 
CONSENT 

Required Same as above with the following additions: 
Color & Material Samples - to be mounted on a board no larger than 8.5" x 14" and detailed on all sets of plans. 
Cut Sheets - exterior light fixtures and accessories where applicable. 
Exterior Details - windows, doors, eaves, railings, chimney caps, flashing, etc. 
Final Landscape Plans - landscape construction documents including planting & irrigation plan. 
Consultant/Engineer Plans - electrical, mechanical, structural, & plumbing where applicable. 
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PLEASE BE ADVISED 
 
** All approvals made by the Historic Landmarks Commission (HLC) are based on compliance with 

Municipal Code Chapter 22.22 and with adopted HLC guidelines.  Some agenda items have received a 
mailed notice and are subject to a public hearing. 

 
** The approximate time the project will be reviewed is listed to the left of each item. It is suggested that 

applicants arrive 15 minutes early.  The agenda schedule is subject to change as cancellations occur.  Staff 
will notify applicants of time changes. 

 
** The applicant’s presence is required.  If an applicant is not present, the item will be postponed indefinitely.  

If an applicant cancels or postpones an item without providing advance notice, the item will be postponed 
indefinitely and will not be placed on the following HLC agenda.  In order to reschedule the item for 
review, the applicant must fill out and file a Supplemental Application Form at 630 Garden Street 
(Community Development Department) and submit appropriate plans. 

 
** The Commission may grant an approval for any project scheduled on the agenda if sufficient information 

has been provided and no other discretionary review is required.  Substitution of plans is not allowed, if 
revised plans differing from the submittal sets are brought to the meeting, motions for preliminary or final 
approval will be contingent upon staff review for code compliance. 

 
** Preliminary and Final Historic Landmarks Commission approval is valid for one year from the date of the 

approval unless a time extension or Building Permit has been granted. 
 
** The Commission may refer items to the Consent Calendar for Preliminary and Final Historic Landmarks 

Commission approval. 
 
** Items before the Commission may be appealed to the City Council.  For further information on 

appeals, contact the Planning Division Staff or the City Clerk’s Office.  Said appeal must be in 
writing and must be filed with the City Clerk at City Hall within ten (10) calendar days of the 
meeting at which the Commission took action or rendered its decision.  The scope of this project 
may be modified under further review.

The Business and Professions Code of the State of California and the Municipal Code of the City of Santa Barbara 
restrict preparation of plans for certain project types to licensed professionals.  Applicants are encouraged to 
consult with Building and Safety Staff or Planning Staff to verify requirements for their specific projects. 
 
Unlicensed persons are limited to the preparation of plans for: 
 

 Single or multiple family dwellings not to exceed four (4) units per lot, of wood frame construction, and 
not more than two stories and basement in height; 

 Non-structural changes to storefronts; and, 
 Landscaping for single-family dwellings, or projects consisting solely of landscaping of not more than

1. Ms. Gantz made the following announcements: 

a) Commissioner Murray would be stepping down from Item 4, 333 Junipero Plaza. 

b) Item 3, the Phase I Archaeological Resources Report for 800 Santa Barbara Street, has 
been postponed for two weeks at the applicant’s request.  The Commission was advised 
to keep these reports for the February 7th HLC meeting. 

c) A local Architecture 2030 group has been formed, made up of representatives of the local 
chapter of the American Institute of Architects, the Community Environmental Council, 
the building industry, and other environmental organizations.  They have requested time 
on the January 30th City Council agenda to make a presentation to encourage the City to 
take steps in meeting the 2030 Challenge.  All HLC, ABR, and Planning Commissioners 
were invited to attend.  Turquoise Taylor Grant can be contacted at 564-5470 with 
questions about this program. 

2. Mr. Adams announced that the American Institute of Architects (AIA) Design Awards will be 
held February 1, 2007, on the first floor of the County Building from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.  The 
highlights will include skid draw architecture as well as AIA design winners. 

3. Mr. La Voie reported that he has spoken to Jaime Limón, Senior Planner/Design Review 
Supervisor, who will be discussing the issue of graphic requirements for preliminary review with 
the Architectural Board of Review and the Historic Landmarks Commission.  The goal is to 
make the language of approvals more consistent with the AIA tiering of contract.  Applicants 
may be required to provide a schematic of design development drawings at preliminary review 
and working drawings for a final approval. 

E. Subcommittee Reports. 
 

Ms. Boucher inquired as to when the three properties approved for landmarking by the Commission (the 
Huning Mansion, D’Alfonso House, and Franceschi House) will be reviewed by the City Council. 
Mr. Jacobus responded that they will be presented to the City Council once the City’s List of Potential 
Historic Resources has been updated. 
 
Commissioner La Voie reported that he met with the Airport Subcommittee for the Airport Terminal 
Project and the design is progressing more in the right direction.  The existing building has been shifted 
to the right of the main building and is now the primary entrance from the long-term parking.  The kiosk 
and the covered connection to the main building were removed from the design.  The tower top has been 
nicely resolved.  The HLC will be reviewing the Historic Structures Report for the existing building and 
the project is scheduled to be reviewed by the Architectural Board of Review at the February 5, 2007, 
meeting.  Mr. Pujo confirmed the design issue involving the back of the airport being obscured has been 
resolved.

Staff comment:  Jake Jacobus, Associate Planner/Urban Historian, stated that in the last Historic 
Structures Report, it was noted that the building was five feet taller than what was represented in the 
design drawings, but it is actually two feet taller at the front elevation.  In the interest of disclosure, the 
Commission is being asked to review the change in height and determine whether it substantially 
conforms to its previous approval. 
 
Main Building design: 
 

Motion: Continued two weeks with the following comments:  1) The final working drawing 
elevations do not closely resemble the preliminary approval elevations and need to be 
revised.  2) On Detail 4, Sheet A01.12.12, the inside edge of the planter should have a 
true brick rowlock course on top, instead of a brick paver.  3) The Commission 
understands that all the flashings will be copper.  4) All wood trim members should be 
either dimensioned or called-out to size.  5) The relationship between the roof eave and 
the window head needs to be reestablished to be more in keeping with the previously 
existing building and the Commission considers this to be a significant character defining 
feature of the building.  6) A mitigation is needed of the ceiling-to-floor dimension as it 
affects the proportion between windows and openings on the different floors.  7) The 
south elevation lower level portico should be redesigned to be more in character with the 
building in scale and design.  8) On the west elevation, the sloped ramp rail should be 
redesigned.  9) The windows and vents on the kitchen portion of the building should be 
redesigned.  10) On the east elevation, there should be a correction of the roof over the 
north portion of the dining room.  11) The chimney should be redesigned to make it more 
like the prior existing chimney.  12) The stepping in the rail at the main terrace should be 
redesigned.  13) On the north elevation, study door N7 to be more in character with the 
building.  14) The representation of stonework on the project should be an indication of 
how it is to be laid.

Kellam De Forest, resident, commented that he agreed with former Commissioner Rager’s desire that 
the lawn extend as far as possible, at least as far as the path from the retaining wall.  Mr. La Voie 
responded that the plans do reflect that request. 
 
Public comment closed at 4:09 p.m. 
 
Motion: Continued two weeks with the following comments:  1) The Commission supports the 

brick paving, as proposed, as being consistent with the period and other walkways on the 
site.  2) Incorporate Mediterranean or Mediterranean Australian accents and specimens 
around the main building.  3) The area between the upper stone wall/curve and brick 
walkway should be planted in true myrtle.
