B. HEARING TO DISCUSS ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS RELATED TO 

THE AVERAGE UNIT-SIZE DENSITY INCENTIVE PROGRAM 
 

On April 10, 2011, the City Council initiated amendments to Title 28 of the 
Municipal Code to implement the Average Unit-Size Density Incentive Program.  
The Average Unit-Size Density Incentive Program allows increased residential 
densities and reduced parking requirements in most multi-family and commercial 
zones.  The Average Unit-Size Density Incentive Program is intended to replace 
the existing Variable Density Program, and will require amendments to Title 28 
of the Municipal Code.  The purpose of the meeting is to discuss with the 
Planning Commission key components related to the implementation of the 
Average Unit-Size Density Incentive Program as directed by policies in both the 
Land Use and Housing Elements of the General Plan and Council Resolution No.

A  Council authorized HRE Task Force has drafted a new HRE with an introduction, 
goals, policies and implementation actions for consideration, as well as an appendix.  
Staff has supported the HRE Task Force drafting process and has reviewed the current 
draft document, as well as provided a map of historic districts in the document.  All of the 
topics covered by the existing Historic Resources Framework and existing Cultural 
Resources Section of the existing Conservation Element are covered in the proposed 
HRE.  Additional more detailed goals, policies and implementation items are included in 
the proposed HRE.   The new HRE is to supersede the Cultural and Historic Resources 
section of the existing General Plan Conservation Element.  The existing HRE 
Framework was adopted by Council in December 2011, and was reviewed by the 
Planning Commission starting on April 28th, 2010 and in all subsequent Planning 
Commission reviews of the General Plan documents.
