CONSENT ITEM:

APPLICATION OF JIM ZIMMERMAN, ARCHITECT FOR ANINA
DAVENPORT, 1533 AND 1547 SHORELINE DRIVE, APN 045-182-013 AND 014,
E-3/SD-3 ZONES, ONE FAMILY RESIDENCE AND COASTAL OVERLAY
ZONES, GENERAL PLAN DESIGNATION: LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL
(MST2012-00046).

The project involves a lot line adjustment between two existing lots at 1533 Shoreline
Drive (Parcel 1) and 1537 Shoreline Drive (Parcel 2). Parcel 1 is developed with a single
family residence and Parcel 2 is vacant. Approximately 79 square feet of lot area will be
transferred from Parcel 1 to Parcel 2. The newly created parcel at 1533 Shoreline Drive
will be 18,275 sq. ft. with an average slope of 40.8% and 1537 Shoreline Drive will be
7,503 sg. ft. with an average slope of 3%

The discretionary applications required for this project are:

1. A Street Frontage Modification to allow the lot at 1533 Shoreline Drive (Parcel 1)
to have less than the required 60 feet of street frontage in the E-3 Zone
(SBMC §28.15.080);
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2. A Coastal Development Permit (CDP20013-00001) to allow the proposed Lot
Line Adjustment in the Appealable Jurisdiction of the City’s Coastal Zone
(SBMC 828.44);

3. A Lot Line Adjustment (LLA) to adjust the property line between 1533 Shoreline
Drive and 1547 Shoreline Drive (SBMC 827.40 & Gov. Code 866412).

The Environmental Analyst has determined that the project is exempt from further
environmental review pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines
Section 15305(a) Minor Lot Line Adjustments.
