MANUFACTURING) ZONE, GENERAL PLAN DESIGNATION: COMMERCIAL/HIGH
RESIDENTIAL 28-36 DU/ACRE MST2014-00397)

The project consists of a proposal to infill 5,402 square feet under an existing roof area attached to a 20,859
square foot commercial building and to add a 187 square foot restroom addition to an existing 179 square foot
detached office building. No change in use is proposed and no grading is required. Total development on this
42,972 square foot parcel will be 26,440 square feet of commercial/office space and 33 parking spaces. The
existing building is on the City's List of Potential Historic Resources and is included in the State Historic
Resources Inventory as the "Former C & H Chevrolet constructed in 1946."

The discretionary application required for this project is a Development Plan to allow the construction of 5,402
square feet of nonresidential development (SBMC Chapter 28.85).

The project activity is within the scope of the 2011 General Plan and the Program EIR analysis for the General
Plan. No further environmental document is required for this project pursuant to the California Environmental
Quiality Act (Public Resources Code §21083.3 and Code of Regulations §15183). City Council environmental
findings adopted for the 2011 General Plan, remain applicable for this project. The project requires an
environmental finding pursuant to California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines Section 15183.

You are invited to attend this hearing. Written comments are welcome and will be entered into the public record.
