Project Description: Proposal for a new 2,525 square foot three-story residence and an

attached 500 square foot two-car garage on a 12,630 square foot vacant lot located in the Hillside
Design District. The project requires an estimated 2,240 cubic yards of grading with 1,650 cubic
yards outside the footprint of the main building. This project will incorporate site improvements,
street access and common grading with the two adjacent parcels (APN 035-180-058 and -085). This
project previously received Project Design Approval and Final Approval. A Review After Final is
requested for a revised design that makes even the floor plates of the previously split-level main floor.
The revision will raise the entire western portion of the residence by four feet in height. No significant
changes are proposed for the floor plan and architectural style.

Public comments will be allowed during review of the project by the SFDB. The SFDB is a body appointed by
the City Council to focus on neighborhood compatibility, aesthetics, and design issues. Comments on private
views and privacy issues are only partially within the SFDB's authority. Due to time constraints, individual
comments may be limited to two minutes. Written comments are also welcome up to the time of the hearing,
and should be addressed to the City Planning Division, P.O. Box 1990, Santa Barbara, CA 93102-1990, or by e-
mail to SEDBSecretary@SantaBarbaraCA.gov.

This hearing is for design review only. If the project requires approval by the Planning Commission or the Staff
Hearing Officer, you will receive a notice for that public hearing.
